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Overview 

 
Students choose Drama in Year 9 and continue to develop the skills developed 

in Years 7 and 8. They are encouraged to take more ownership of their work 

and develop it through exploration- starting to focus on the types of activities 

they will undertake for GCSE. We explore the text Blood Brothers by Willy 

Russell and the case of Derek Bentley. Students will be asked to create a 

devised piece from a range of stimulus’ they are presented with. We explore 

theatre in education looking at the play ‘ Too much punch for Judy’.  

We aim to provide pupils at least one opportunity to go to or watch a live piece 

of theatre across the school year.
